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Precautions for Replacing the Windscreen

If the windscreen or inner cap were removed after
the initial installation, reattach them as described
below.

If only the windscreen is to be replaced and the base

was not removed, start from step (2).

/M\Caution

Handle the windscreen with care, to
prevent the risk of injury by the bird
spike tips or spring tips.

Important

When reattaching the windscreen,
trying to attach it to the base while
the microphone is removed may
cause the inner cap to shift, so that
the microphone will later not properly
fitinto the hole of the inner cap.
